
Jack Lake Area - Mountain Bike Trail
Welcome to the Jack Lake Area Mountain Bike Trail.  The trail is located entirely on Langlade County property, north of Antigo off of County Highway J and is approximately 8 miles in length.  It is managed by the Langlade County Forestry and Recreation Department.

Trail Description:  The trail is a very scenic and traverses primarily through the Northern Hardwoods forest type, which is typical of Langlade County.  You will also see pine, aspen and spruce forests as well as bogs and other wetlands.  The Northern Hardwood forests are composed primarily of sugar maple, basswood and yellow birch with other minor species such as red oak and white ash.  Glacial features of the area include terminal moraines and drumlins.  Large stones are common at the surface in these features.  The end moraines have the highest elevation and roughest terrain in the county.

Terrain is generally rolling with some areas of rock.  The majority of the trail is dry, although during wet periods water holes may occur.  Due to the numerous woods trails that are not on the map, it is recommended that you follow the brown and whilte bike trail signs, although you are wecome to explore any of the forest roads and trails that you desire.

Camping:  Camping opportunities are available at Veteran's Memorial Park at Jack Lake or private campgrounds are located in the Post Lake Area.

Timber Harvesting:  The Langlade County Forest is comprised of 125,000 acres and is managed for timber, wildlife, recreation and other mulitple use benefits.  The Northern Hardwoods timber type is harvested using selective logging which provides continuous and sustainable forest products to society.  The aspen type is dependent upon full sunlight to regenerate itself which requires clearcutting to eliminate shade.  Other harvesting systems are also utilized dependent upon the specific needs of the individual forest stand.  You may encounter timber harvesting operations.  Please use caution and respect in these areas.
