
Langlade County Kettlebowl X-Country Ski Trail
Welcome to Kettlebowl Cross Country Ski Trail.  The trail is located on both Langlade County property and private property off Wisconsin Highway 52 about 15 miles norrtheast of Antigo.  It is approximately 2.7 miles in length with the trail head in the northeast corner of the parking lot.

Trail Description:  The trail weaves its course through changing scenery of primarily Northern Hardwood and Aspen forest types, which are typical of Langlade County.  The topography includes high ridges and rolling hills.

Loops:  The first part of the trail is a gradual climb, with one steep ridge.  At Point A, skiers desiring the longer loop follow the trail to the Kent Fire Tower Road and turn right .15 miles to Point C.  At this point, the ski trail joins the Ice Age Trail marked in yellow.  Turn right for the return trip to the parking lot which includes an exciting downhill run that requires some experience and skill.  Skiers following the shorter loop will join the Ice Age Trail at Point B.

Facilities:  The trail facilities include a parking area, restrooms, and a shelter with food.

Timber Harvesting:  The Langlade County Forest is comprised of 126, 000 acres and is managed for timber, wildlife, recreation and other multiple use benefits.  The Northern Hardwoods timber type is harvested using selective logging which provides continuous and sustainable forest products to society.  The aspen type is dependent upon full sunlight to regenerate itself which requires clearcutting to eliminate shade.  You may encounter timber harvesting operations.  The Kent Fire Tower Road is often plowed for winter logging activity, so skiers are urged to exercise caution.  Please use caution and respect the logger's equipment as they earn their livelihood.

Donations:  Donations are greatly appreciated to help defray the costs of grooming, tracking , and equipment purchasing.  The donation box is located at the start of the trail.  Thank You.

Other Trails:  

Moccasin Lake - 2 miles west of Elcho on Moccasin Lake Road.

Jack Lake - 12 miles north of Antigo on Highway 45, the east on County J for 2 miles.

Gartzke Flowage - 9 miles east of Antigo on County Road F.
