Langlade County Evergreen Horseback Riding Trails
Welcome to the Evergreen Horseback Riding Trails.  The trail is located on Langlade County property and private property east of Antigo off Fraley Road.  It is approximately 10.5 miles in length and offers a variety of trails and scenic beauty.  It's managed by the Langlade County Forestry and Recreation Department and with the help of volunteers.

Trail Description:  The trail is marked throughout its course with horseshoe signs.  The trail weaves its way through changing scenery dominated by maples, birch, pine, and aspen.

The horse trail is located between Porkey Lake and Evergreen Creek.  In the northwestern protion of the trail, steep hills and valleys afford the rider beautiful vistas of the northern hardwood complex.

Facilities:  The trail facilities include a parking area at the trail head west of Fraley Road and a restroom.

Timber Harvesting:  The Langlade County Forest is comprised of 126,000 acres and is managed for timber, wildlife, recreation, and other multiple use benefits.  The Northern Hardwoods timber type is harvested using selective logging which provides continuous and sustainable forest products to society.  The aspen type is dependent upon full sunlight to regenerate itself which requires clearcutting to eliminate shade.  You may encounter timber harvesting operations.  Please use caution and respect the logger's equipment as they earn their livelihood.
